Kansas State University began as the Bluemont College in 1858.  The 
University was founded as a •land grantŽ public college with mandatory 

engineering, agriculture, and military science programs under the Morrill 
Act of 1862.  The act allocated 30,000 acres of public land to each member 
of the Congressional Union.
