Items Passed Under Consent Agenda

Approval of Certificate and A.A.S. degrees from Butler County Community College for
Realtime Reporting. Approval of Associate of General Studies (A.G.S.) degree from Johnson
County Community College.  Approval of Master of Science Degree in Nursing at Washburn
University.

The Board policy on funding of capital improvements was amended to provide for notification of
the KBOR President and CEO prior to an institution’s announcing fund raising efforts for a
privately funded capital improvement. Board policy is amended to bring both fees and tuition
increases to the Board of Regents for approval at the same time. 

Items Considered Under Discussion Agenda

Dr. Stephen Spangehl, Higher Learning Commission, made a presentation on state’s current
performance agreement process.  In general, he reported that the state’s process was consistent
with the process supported through the Higher Learning Commission. Emphasis needs to be
placed on reasonable outcomes realizable in a reasonable time frame.
