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.030 General Purchases

All contractual services, commaodities, equipment and capital outlay items must be obtained through KSU purchasing, the

State Division of Purchases, or by direct purchase in accordance with University purchasing procedures as outlined in
PPM Chapter 6310.

Agreements for licenses, site licenses, consortia membership agreements, terms of use agreements, and so forth to obtain
access to electronic media and other subscriptions and membership services are to be processed through the KSU
Purchasing Office. Agreements to use software purchased through a State Contract or processed through the KSU
Purchasing Office may be accepted by the individual user of the software on behalf of the University.
