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Schultz reported the long-term tuition strategy committee recommended a maximum 4% tuition increase and no 
additional college-specific fees for next academic year.  This is the first year that no increase in financial aid is 
recommended but they are hoping increases in Pell Grant awards will offset that.  They are beginning to work on 
projects for next year.  She then read the Student Senate resolution requesting the delay of the approval for the K-
State 8 General Education proposal until additional student input is received.    
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 Fairchild announced the Board of Regents will discuss tuition increases at the May meeting but will not vote on 
approving the university’s proposal until the June meeting.
